
3) Once on the shank you are 
ready to tie any pattern you 
want. 

The Magic Head will change the way you fish and the way fish react to 
your flies. It will give give you the option of getting a normal streamer 
action with the head flipped back and a fish catching side to side wig-
gling action with the head in the forward position. They are manufac-
tured from a non-toxic component that is soft, light weight and durable. 
It is available in 5 sizes and will work for patterns sizes 6/0 down to 
20's. 

1) The use of straight eye 
hooks is recommended and 
when you need your patterns to 
get down fast you can add 
tungsten beads or eyes.  

2) On most patterns you will be 
able to insert the eye of the hook 
through the neck of the head and 
work it over the eye until the head 
is on the hook shank. 

6) This will allow you to slide 
the Magic Head over the 
point without any obstruc-
tions. 

7) Slide it up the backside 
of the eye and flip the head 
forward. 

8) Ready to tie away. 

4) There are times where the 
eye is to large or you want to 
have a bead in front of the 
head. You will need to reverse 
the head and slide it on over 
the point of the hook. 

5) With a dubbing needle 
push the neck of the magic 
head so it is inside the cone 
as picture here.
